Course Overview/Educatonal Methods
This workshop begins with a discussion of laparoscopic instrumenta-
ton, suturing techniques, and energy sources. Pelvic trainers will be
used extensively to improve familiarity and dexterity with laparo-
scopic instrumentaton and suturing. Hands-on experience with
energy sources will allow partcipants to compare various modalites.
Each partcipant will have an opportunity to perform a simulated
laparoscopic myomectomy.

Using unembalmed female cadavers to create a realistc surgical
settng, the second day provides a hands-on review of female pelvic
anatomy and the principles of dissecton. Techniques of laparoscopic
hysterectomy will be presented in the hands-on cadaver session at
the end of Day 2.

This course will provide a comprehensive update on techniques and
technologies that will allow the gynecologic surgeon to determine
individualized educatonal needs and implement developing surgical
skills. The bulk of the curriculum will focus on advanced laparo-
scopic skill sets, utlizaton of innovatve energy devices, and pearls
to implementng robotc surgery. New to IMET will be a precis on
single incision surgery, where partcipants will have the opportunity
to gain hands-on experience with this rekindled surgical technique.

In order to create the best possible learning environment and aford
each partcipant maximum hands-on tme, class-size is limited and
each cadaver lab staton will be assigned only three partcipants.

The hands-on labs will be instructed and moderated by experienced
faculty currently using these devices and techniques in their
practces. Industry representatves will also be on-site to answer
technical questons related to their specifc instrumentaton and
equipment. Ample tme will be allowed for questons and interacton
with workshop faculty.

This educatonal actvity is intended for practcing Gynecologists,
Residents and Physicians Assistants seeking laparoscopic training for
gynecologic procedures.

« Perform laparoscopic suturing and extracorporeal knot tying on a
pelvic trainer, which, when extended to patent care will improve
surgical efFciency, and decrease the likelihood of convertng
laparoscopic procedures to laparotomy.

« Identfy the uterosacral ligaments and surgical layers of the pelvic
sidewall on a cadaver model. Demonstratng understanding of this
anatomy will improve surgical efciency and signifcantly decrease
the likelihood of surgical complicatons, as well as enhance
recogniton of complicatons and their management.

« Discuss the indicatons and contraindicatons for gynecologic
laparoscopic surgery, as well as the appropriateness of
laparoscopic operatons in comparison to traditonal surgery,
including risks and complicatons. Surgeons who transiton to
more minimally invasive procedures will increase patent satsfac-
ton and decrease costs.

« Perform laparoscopic hysterectomy on a cadaver model. When
transitoning this technigue to patents, the surgeon will enhance
patent outcomes, decrease length of stay and cost, and increase
patent satsfacton.

« Identfy appropriate patents for single incision surgery and prac-
tce basic maneuvers using innovatve and adaptable instrumenta-
ton in the inanimate settng.
